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The Outpatient Monitoring System for Alcohol and Drug related treatments in Switzerland is a voluntary system and has therefore a fluctuant participation, covering around 20% of the target services. The aim of this paper is to examine more deeply the coverage and its representativeness. In this respect, a survey on the profile of the total number of institutions (N=228) was performed (reaching 90% of the target services), including different aspects, such as the center capacity, the number of employees, the type of treatment offer, the urban setting and the cultural context. Comparisons between these two groups (total vs participating centers) will be performed. The results will be analysed under the aspect of representativeness and coverage. Measures to improve the accuracy of the monitoring system will be discussed.
