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Background 

Some of researchers concerns related to the cross sectional studies regarding behaviours, are:  to capture all the possible associations in order to formulate possible hypothesis about initiation and behaviours dynamic, to find and test as much as possible objective measures of behaviours in terms of intensity, stability over time. 

Methodology The current paper applied secondary analysis using national dataset of Romania within international project ESPAD (European School Project on Alcohol and others Drugs) during 2003, containing 4371 cases. It was applied Spearman nonparametric correlation, between: being drunk or binge drinking and alcohol use frequency; specific type of alcohol drinking frequency and quantity on last occasion; drunkenness perception scale, and quantity of alcohol ingested on last occasion. Discussion and Conclusion More increase the number of occasion of alcohol use, more increase the frequency of being drunk (Spearman correlation coefficients are ,496 for life time ,484 for last 12 months and ,398 for last 30 days). The binge drinking behavior is not in the same extent related with the frequency of alcohol use (Spearman correlation coefficient is ,353). The quantity of beer consumed at last occasion is highly correlated with the last 30 days beer consume (coefficient ,653) but the quantity of wine and spirits consumed on last occasion  is moderated correlated with last 30 days corresponding type of alcohol used  (,563).  Drunkenness perception scale is more intensive correlated with the quantity of beer consumed on last occasion and less with the spirits or wine quantity. Interpretation related to psychological, physiological and sociological aspects of alcohol use at teenagers are discussed.
