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The aim of our study is to explore the relationship between alcohol availability and road traffic accidents (RTA) in the Florence municipality (Italy) identifying the risk of alcohol related RTA 

among young people (14-29). In Italy alcohol related RTA are clearly underestimated accounting for the 0,9% of all the causes.

A statistically significant association between density of alcohol outlets, consumption and related problems such as violence, other crime and health problems has been found in several researches in many countries. Despite that, some controversial results appear together with deep different consumption pattern and a world wide unique solution cannot be applied while local proceedings seem to be a better choice. 

Correlation between accidents’ location and alcohol consumption sites has been examined in our research using aggregated data per census block (resident population and outlet density) and the exact location of the accidents recorded with GPS coordinates.

As far as today in Italy the only proceedings performed to prevent this kind of alcohol problems are local actions like prohibiting alcohol sale during concert or sport events and the effect of policies regulating the availability of alcohol has never been studied with real data. Preliminary analysis show that little effort have been made to translate research findings into policies and lead the conclusion that our result can be an important component to address further intervention policies.
