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Internet-based interventions (IBIs) for alcohol problems and other addictive behaviours are a fast growing trend. Predominantly due to the accessibility and anonymity of the Internet, IBIs could allow the broad provision of treatment service at the population health level. However, it is risky to assume that interventions that have been found to work in face-to-face settings will be equally effective online. This paper will discuss some of the special considerations that are relevant to the evaluation of IBIs. Research to-date will be summarized and future directions will be identified. In addition, methodological issues encountered in the ongoing evaluation of an IBI for problem drinkers, the Check Your Drinking screener (CheckYourDrinking.net), will be discussed.
