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We carried out a study comparing alcoholic women in treatment - the study group (SG) - with non-alcoholics - the control group (CG). In SG, 172 women were sampled and the CG contained 54 women. The questionnaires, we worked out, were to a very large part identical for both groups. We started out with the following hypotheses:

•       The quality of the relationships of SGs towards their partners, children, relatives and friends are worse than the relationships of CGs.

•       The quality of SGs social networks is worse than the one the CGs.

The questionnaire was composed of a number of well-known test instruments, combined with items which we developed for the study, such as questions regarding number and age of children in the family, the existence of a very good friend, and violence in the relationship. The results confirm the hypotheses. However, the age of children living with their mothers or families, the existence of a very good friend whom the women trust (sometimes more than their partners/husbands), and violence are very important intervening factors to differentiate. They differ between the two groups as well as within the group of alcoholic women. We present detailed results in our paper and we will discuss them in a wider context.
