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This project’s aim is to review arguments which appear in published discussion about relationship between research and alcohol industry. As for now a little research on this subject was conducted. Research world is polarized: while some researchers remain positive about the role of the industry, others are alarmed by the potential repercussions of collaboration. It is claimed that alcohol industry has made concerned effort to influence the alcohol research agenda and the public policy that is based on its findings. This claim will be tested by a systematic review of research reports from the years 1996-2006 of the industry funded International Center for Alcohol Policy. Focus will be on identification of possible bias in selection of research topics, rhetorics, and results.
