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The aim for this study was to study how aspects of alcohol related aggression are linked to gender, culture and drinking patterns. Data emanates from Gender, Alcohol and Culture - an International Study (GENACIS) - a collaborative project, where surveys from all included countries utilized the same core questionnaire. Two indicators for alcohol related aggression were used in the analyses (experiences of feeling more aggressive when drinking, and of getting into fights when drinking).  

Cross-country comparisons of aggression reports were conducted, as well as exploratory multiple regression analyses of relationships between aggression and drinking . Two indicators for drinking pattern were used; volume and binge drinking (RSOD).
